The problem, I think,
stems from the unavoidable limitations imposed by the publishing process in capturing the essence
of the site; where the site flows so perfectly with photograph leading to caption leading to song
leading to the next nugget of wisdom the book seems a little disjointed, rather less rich and
engaging. The book is still great, just not perfect.Despite these unfortunate deficiencies, Rules for
My Unborn Son would make a perfect gift for anyone with eyes and the ability to read English, and it
would be an ideal introduction to the greater treasures contained within the site itself. I've already
