E. Harcourt. They are accompanied by two contemporaneous interviews with Foucault in which he

elaborates on a number of the key themes. An essential companion to Discipline and Punish,

Wrong-Doing, Truth-Telling will take its place as one of the most significant works of Foucault to

appear in decades, and will be necessary reading for all those interested in his thought.
